WHEREAS the Board of Directors of the Cowichan Valley Regional District established collection
rates for the collection of garbage and/or recyclable materials under the provision of Bylaw No.
1958, cited as "CVRD Bylaw No. 1958 — Cowichan Valley Regional District Garbage and/or
Recyclable Material Collection Bylaw, 1999":

AND WHEREAS the Board of Directors of the Cowichan Valley Regional District deems it
desirable to amend the fee structure for Recycling and Garbage Collection Rates;

SUBJECT: 2012 Budget Discussion — Utilities, Curbside, South Cowichan Water Plan Study -

Recommendation: That the Sewer, Water, Drainage, Streetlighting, Curbside and South
Cowichan Water Plan budgets be approved as presented.

Relation to the Corporate Strategic Plan: Essential reliable services

Financial Impact: (Reviewed by Finance Division ﬁ@«(n ):
The following comments will provide further explanation t& the 2012 Water Management
budgets, the financial impact of many capital projects and exceptions in the proposed budgets:

For budgets not individually identified below, there are no new capital projects planned for 2012
and there are no changes to either the user fees or parcel tax’s.

Street lighting:
There are no significant changes to streetlighting budgets in 2012. An increase to the Youbou

Streetlighting 2012 parcel tax was approved in 2011. As most of these budgets are very small,
a series of planned annual increases in the requisition for each of these functions is required
due to the large hikes in BC Hydro rates, which has a significant impact to the overall budgets.

Drainage:
There are no proposed increases to any of the drainage functions in 2012. Growth in the service

areas, such as Sentinel Ridge and Arbutus Mountain have resulted in a reduction in rates for
users in 2012. As well, amalgamation of several drainage functions in Cobble Hill in 2012 will
result in reduced rates for many of the existing customers.

Function 601, (Satellite Park Water):

It is being proposed that an increase of $25.00/year be applied to the Satellite Park parcel tax
for 2012. Major capital additions to the reservoir, water treatment plant and watermains have
now been completed. As costs for these works depleted all system surpluses and reserve
funds, a small increase to re-establish them is required.

Function 605, (Arbutus Mountain Water):

A decrease of $125/year to the parcel tax is being proposed for this system in 2012. As a result
of growth and number of users in the subdivision, the system is able to reduce the parcel tax
this year as well as make a contribution to their reserve funds.

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Function 815/615, (Arbutus Ridge Sewer and Water):

It is being proposed that a 3% increase to the Arbutus water, sanitary sewer and storm sewer
user fees be applied for 2012. Upon transfer of ownership of these utilities to the CVRD, the
Arbutus Ridge Strata Council requested that the annual user fees be increased by an amount of
3% each year to maintain an operational cost of living increase, as well as to ensure adequate
contributions to reserve funds are available.

Function 620, (Mesachie Water):

An increase of $43/year to the parcel tax is being proposed in this system for 2012. A transfer
from reserve has been budgeted this year to accommodate an order from VIHA to have an
automated backup chlorination system in place and to construct a proper access road to the
reservoir.

Function 640, (Saltair Water):

As a result of community feedback, the CVRD will begin a petition process in 2012 to propose
an increase in the parcel tax from $226/year to $524/year. This money will generate
approximately $300,000.00/year to do incremental upgrades to the water system over a 15 year
period. As well a capital project to build an additional reservoir and upgrade the South Watts
water treatment facility is planned for 2012. The money for this work has been carried forward
in the surplus from previous years and will not require borrowing or reserve transfers.

Functions 860/653, (Youbou Sewer and Water):

It is being proposed that a parcel tax increase of $36/year be added to the Youbou water
system and $25/year to the Youbou sewer system in 2012. As there has been a very slow build
out of homes in the Youbou sewer system, the moderate increase will pay for increases to
operational costs for things such as lab testing, electricity and maintenance supplies.

As with the sewer utility, there still remain approximately 10% of the homes in the service area
that are not connected to the water system. Initially when the integrated Youbou upgrades were
supported by the community, the operational budgets at the time were based on a greater
portion of the community connecting to the system. In an effort to make up for this shortfall, it is
necessary that rates be increased.

Functions 800 and 820 (Cowichan Bay and Eagle Heights Sewer):

There are no proposed rate increases to either of these systems for 2012; however it has been
brought to our attention by DNC that there may be significant increases to both the third party
capital contributions and the JUB operating costs this year. If this is the case then the user
rates for both these systems will need to be increased later in 2012 as the current operating
budget will not be able to absorb these additional costs.

Function 802, (Sentinel Ridge Sewer):

There is no proposed increase to the rates in the Sentinel Ridge sewer system. Upgrades to
the WWTP are in the capital budget for 2012 to accommodate the Mill Bay Marina and Malahat
developments. Costs for these works will be paid for by connection fees and capital
contributions made by these developers.

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Functions 840 (Shawnigan Sewer):

It is being proposed that an increase of $27/year to the functions parcel tax be added in 2012.
The system received $183,000 in gas tax grants to upgrade the pump stations and short term
borrowing was required to make up the system's one-third contribution. A small rate increase is
required to cover the costs of the short term debt payments.

Functions 804/604, (Lambourn Estates Sewer and Water):

There is no proposed increase to the rates in the Lambourn Estates water and sewer systems.
Capital upgrades to the final phase of the WWTP and the sewer servicing of the Lanes road
properties is planned for 2012 with costs for these works coming from connection fees and
developer capital contributions.

Budget 515 — Curbside Collection

Budget 515 provides for curbside residential collection in Electoral Areas. As noted in report
R1, staff are recommending an increase in user fees of $3.00 for each service area in 2012. In
2010, the 515 budget had a deficit due to a large increase in contractor services for which
operational reserves were used to balance the budget. Staff are currently seeking details on
renewals for 2012/2013 and have transferred the 2011 surplus into a 2012 contingency to
safeguard against another potential large increase.

South Cowichan Water Plan
Work continues on developing the South Cowichan Water Plan. There are no changes to the
requisition in this budget.

An increase is now required as residents have
requested three additional critical streetlights. The maximum requisition limit increase is below
the allowable 25% over a five year period, in accordance with Section 801of the Local
Government Act.

Background:
The CVRD Critical Location Streetlighting Policy states "That upon written request, and subject

to BC Hydro and Committee approval, a singular streetlight be installed at critical intersections
and sites for safety reasons in areas such as transit stops, hazardous intersections, schools,
community and regional parks, and cluster mailboxes”. The written request must include
signatures on a petition from area residents. In this case, the Area Director has requested 3
additional lights be installed where residents have advised her of safety concerns due to dark
intersections and a poorly lit residential area. Prior to bringing a report in this regard to the
Engineering & Environmental Services Committee, staff are awaiting a response from BC Hydro
to verify if installation of the suggested locations is feasible and if there would be any cost to the
CVRD.

SUBJECT: CVRD Education Program

Recommendation/Action: For information.

Relation to the Corporate Strategic Plan: Environmental education programming is identified

under ‘Healthy Environment’ as a strategic action towards establishing sustainable
communities.

Financial Impact: (Reviewed by Finance Division: Sgdé )
Funding for the environmental education program has beeh included in the 2012 operating

budgets of participating divisions, including Recycling & Waste Management, Water
Management and Facilities Fleet & Transit to a maximum of $15,000. Program funding will be
supplemented by up to $5,000 with a successful application to the TD Friends of the
Environment Foundation.

Background: The Recycling & Waste Management Division, in partnership with the Water
Management Division, has offered a school education program to local schools since
approximately 2006. The program was initially developed as a pilot project and facilitated by an
environmental education team from the Nanaimo Recycling Exchange. The program saw
educators from NRE offer free-of-charge workshops to local schools - Grades K-12 on topics
related to solid waste and recycling, water conservation, and water management.

The School Education Program is now established within the District. To ensure that ongoing
programming is consistent with the CVRD'’s purchasing policy, and to allow for both a review of
existing services as well as for the development of a more comprehensive public education
component, a Request for Proposals for the program was issued in December 2011.
Development of a new contract for program delivery has also created an opportunity for the
Facilities, Fleet and Transit Management Division to participate in the program.

The Cowichan Green Community submitted a successful proposal in response to the RFP. Staff
are currently liaising with the Cowichan Green Community as the new program is developed.
The anticipated start date is March 1, 2012. Some key features of the re-developed program are
a comprehensive approach to development that includes early consultation with local schools,
teachers and educators, and the introduction of dynamic workshops that will incorporate the
immediate local environment as well as integrated messaging from the three participating
divisions (Water, Waste and Transit). The contract will be structured so as to allow participation
from additional CVRD divisions in future should funding become available.

Staff are also working with the Cowichan Green Community to prepare a funding application for
up to $5,000 from TD Friends of the Environment Foundation. If successful, the funding will
allow supporting educational materials (such as water system models, tablet computers, games,
and give-aways) to be purchased for the program.

SUBJECT: Federation of Canadian Municipalities
Green Municipal Funding for Peerless Road Upgrade & Remediation Project

Recommendation/Action:

That staff apply for a grant under the Federation of Canadian Municipalities’ Green
Municipal Fund, to assist in the completion of a Phase 2 Environmental Site Assessment
(ESA) and site-specific remediation action plan for the Peerless Road former incinerator
site; and further, should an application to the Green Municipal Fund be approved, that
the Chair and Corporate Secretary be authorized to sign the funding agreement on behalf
of the CVRD.

Relation to the Corporate Strategic Plan: The completion of a Phase 2 ESA and remedial
action planning project at the Peerless Road former incinerator site will help to restore,
rehabilitate and enhance the natural environment by supporting a reduction in the number of
acres of un-remediated Brownfield land within the CVRD. These activities fall within the Healthy
Environment category of the Corporate Strategic Plan.

Financial Impact: (Reviewed by Finance Division: S@j I )
Total costs for the project are expected to be between $170,800 and $230,000. These costs

have been included in the 2012 Solid Waste Management operating budget, and will be funded
using long-term borrowing from the Municipal Finance Authority (under Bylaw No. 3277). FCM
grants for feasibility studies and field tests, including Phase 2 ESAs, cover up to 50% of eligible
costs to a maximum of $175,000. If the application is successful, grant monies will offset the
borrowing required to complete this project, thereby freeing up borrowing capacity for
application towards other authorized solid waste projects, such as upgrades to the Peerless
Road drop-off depot.

Background: The operation of a municipal solid waste incinerator at the CVRD's Peerless
Road facility (between approximately 1980 and 1998), has resulted in an estimated 40,000
tonnes of residual incinerator ash waste being deposited on the Peerless Road property.
Remediation of the ashfill is a key goal of both the CVRD'’s Solid Waste Management Plan and
the Corporate Strategic Plan. Environmental site assessments must be completed before
remediation planning can occur. Remediation of the ashfill is also a critical component of
planned upgrades to the Peerless Road drop-off facility, which has been identified as a key goal
in the CVRD'’s Solid Waste Management Plan.
