DUNCAN, BC - The Cowichan Valley Regional District has issued an Evacuation Order for the 
Bush Creek Fish Hatchery due to the Mt. Hayes wildfire.   
 
An Evacuation Order is issued under the BC Emergency Program Act due to an immediate danger 
to life safety.  
 
The public is advised that area restrictions are also currently place as a result of the ongoing 
wildfire. In an effort to ensure public safety, we request that that you avoid Cowichan Valley 
Regional Trail in the area of Christie Falls until further notice. 
 
During an Evacuation Order, emergency officials will go door-to-door to inform the affected 
addresses.    
 
In response to this ongoing incident on Mt. Hayes, the Cowichan Valley Regional District has 
activated a Regional Emergency Operations Centre.
